1. Notes and Journaling

Please try not to be absent on the test day.  If you are absent on the test day come to me before or after school to make arrangements.  Tests will be given at the end of each chapter.  We will review before each test to make sure everyone understands what material will be on the test.

6. Semester and Final Exams

Each exam will only cover the material from that semester.

7. Class Projects

Science Fair projects are Optional.  We will use a few days of class time to start the projects if we have enough that are interested

Most of the work must be completed outside of the normal class period.

Please get started early so this is a well done project.

Reports, current event articles, and other activities may also be assigned.
